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How to Choose Your Hat Size�


�The easiest way to choose the correct size hat for yourself is to take a cloth measuring tape (such as one used while sewing-but any measuring tape will do) and place it around the widest part of your head where you would like the hat to rest. ��Join the leading edge to the tape at any comfortable spot on your forehead and note the number of inches, including fractions of an inch. Then compare the number of inches to the chart below and choose from size Small to 3X, or from size 6 3/4-8 1/8. If your measurement falls somewhere in the middle of a size range, it's usually advisable to choose the next largest size. I can sometimes find hats that are one-size fits all. These hats generally have an elastic sweat band which will accommodate a wide range of sizes. ��Other hats come "S/M" or "L/XL". When trying to decide between these two, it is advisable to take the larger size. It is easy to stick small pads inside the interior hat-band to allow for a snug fit.
